BIOGRAPHICAL NOTE

Newspaper artist, chiefly in Chicago; founder of the School of Illustration, Chicago; also
founder of the Bandar Log Press, 1895-1904, located successively in Chicago, Asheville,
N.C., and Phoenix, Ariz. Holme came to Arizona hoping to recover from tuberculosis.
However, in 1904 he died from the disease while in Colorado. The Bandar LLog Press was
the first private press to operate in Arizona.
