BIOGRAPHICAL NOTE

Richard W. Fulton was born in Detroit Michigan in May 1933. He served in the U.S. Navy
during the Korean War and attended Eastern Michigan University at Ypsilanti, Michigan. In
1958 Fulton came to Arizona to work with the U.S. Army Electronics Proving Ground at
Fort Huachuca. In 1966 he was transferred to Fort Belvoir, VA and retired in 1993. Always
interested in history Fulton researched southern Arizona topics and wrote articles for the
Arizona Historical Society and the University of Arizona journals. He became interested in
postcards and published a handbook titled “Arizona Postcards Checklist.” Fulton currently
lives in Virginia and is a member of the Potomac Corral of the Westerners.
