BIOGRAPHICAL NOTE

Orville Larsen was born in Nashville, TN in 1896. His obituary lists his occupation as
auditor. He served in World War I with the 37 Engineer unit. Following the war he came
to Tucson in 1920 where he was admitted to the government hospital at Pastime Park. In
1926 Otrville and his wife Fannie purchased a home in Rincon Heights. Orville Larsen died
March 28, 1928.
