BIOGRAPHICAL NOTE

Charles A. Nichols, writer and amateur historian arrived in Tucson before moving to
Douglas he 1902 where he established the International Laundry Company and was active in
community affairs, including the Boy Scouts. He lived in Douglas and gathered material for
a number of unpublished manuscripts. He published a novel in 1962 entitled Kuyahoora. He
died in Tucson in 1970.
